NEW PLAY PRODUCTION PROGRAM 
Center Theatre Group is committed to bringing new work and new voices to the stage through its New Play Production Program (NPPP), a unique and comprehensive new initiative which ensures that a variety of vibrant new theatrical work is produced on CTG’s three stages – the Ahmanson Theatre, the Mark Taper Forum and the Kirk Douglas Theatre.  
The program is specifically designed to foster not only the development of new work, but also the production of new work, from artists within the diverse communities of Los Angeles, as well as from across the nation and abroad.


   
The New Play Production Program has four components:
· Commissioning of new plays, musicals, and other theatrical projects is a crucial method of bringing new work to CTG’s stages. Under the NPPP, the commissioning process will be focused on writers whose work would likely lead to a full production.  It is CTG’s intention that each year two to three new plays and one new musical will be commissioned. Tanya Barfield’s “Of Equal Measure,” which emanated from the NPPP, will be presented at the Kirk Douglas Theatre in the 2007-2008 season.
· With the Los Angeles Company Partnerships facet of the NPPP, CTG produces, co-produces or presents the work of Los Angeles area companies on one of CTG’s stages. In the 2005-2006 season the Robey Theatre Company/Greenway Arts Alliance production of “Permanent Collection” was presented by CTG at the Douglas, followed in 2006-2007 season with productions at the Douglas of Playwrights Arena/TDRZ Productions’ “Dogeaters” and CTG/Deaf West Theatre’s “Sleeping Beauty Wakes,” and the current season’s “En Un Sol Amarillo” (Memorias De Un Temblor), presented with FITLA (International Latino Theatre Festival of Los Angeles).
· CTG actively seeks out artists to create major (large-scale) theatrical works and musicals, and forms collaborations with other producers to share expenses and ensure the future life of the projects by means of its Presenting and Producing Consortiums.  Two musicals in the 2005-2006 season fell under this category -- “The Drowsy Chaperone” and “Curtains.”
· Through the Artists in Residence project, CTG offers artists of promise a chance to create new works that will be presented on one of CTG’s stages.
With the New Play Production Program CTG cultivates a broad range of theatrical choices for its audiences, provides a nourishing environment for artists, and helps infuse vitality and growth in Los Angeles theatres and theatres across the nation. 
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
